The first step for making Gannets 
is to get a large piece of paper 
and you also need three different 
colours. You need light blue, dark 
blue and white. First you use 
white and put if half way down 
the paper. Then you need the light 
blue and you need to just bring it 
up to the white, don’t bring it up 
too far. That was called blending. 
Then you need brown, grey and 
white and you need to do lots of 
little dots down the bottom of 
your page. The next thing is to get 
another piece of paper and draw 
a Gannet. For this you need 
white, black, yellow, grey and 
blue crayons. After you have 
drawn your Gannet you can glue 
it on the paper.
