Assessment and Reporting Meetings. 
Thank you to everyone who attended yesterday’s meetings 
on assessment, reporting and the national standards. We 
had two very good meetings and we hope that you found 
them informative or that they reaffirmed what you already 
knew about our assessment practice from last year’s meet-
ings. 
If you were unable to make either meeting, we will soon 
have a link to the presentation available on the ‘learning 
links’ page of our website. 

Deciding a child’s school year classification. 
At last evening’s reporting meeting a question was 
asked about how students are classified according to 
school year. We had a good discussion around the is-
sue and thought it would be useful to explain the proc-
ess here. 
If a child has a birthday in January, February or March 
they will enter school as a Year 1 student and move into 
year 2 at the start of the following year. 
If a child has a birthday in April or May they will obvi-
ously have a shorter first calendar year at school. In this 
case your child’s teacher will discuss with you the most 
appropriate classification for your child. Your child may 
be classified as either Year 1 and will spend a shorter 
time at school before entering year 2 or your child will 
be classified as a Year 0 and will start a full Year 1 pro-
gramme the following calendar year. 
If a child has a birthday from June, through to Decem-
ber they will enter school as a Year 0 student and move 
into year 1 at the start of the following year. 
This means that some children will be at school for only 
8 months prior to year 2 while some children may be at 
school for 20 months before entering Year 2. This is the 
way it has to be as all children leave us at the end of 
Year 6 to start middle school or intermediate in Febru-
ary of the following year. 
Confused? Then please feel free to come along and talk 
about classifications some more! 

Class Changes 
This year we have experienced an influx 
of wonderful new entrant students who 
have joined our school. The good news 
is that this is set to continue with 11 
more 5 year olds set to join us before the 
end of the year. 
This has placed some pressure on the 
numbers of students in Room 3.To ad-
dress this we will be promoting some 
children throughout the school ready to 
start term three. If your child is moving 
you will have received notification today 
with your child’s report and there will be 
the opportunity to discuss transition at 
the upcoming parent teacher meetings 
or by contacting David at school or on 
0278 468 959.
