Our learning agents have been
hard at work investigating what
our senior students think the
ideal learner looks like. This is
part of their first mission and

0-Rangi School to share their
results with agents from other
Cambridge rural schools. We are
excited to see the learning
agents’ research results. Our
senior students demonstrated a
broad and rich understanding of
learning. They described the
ideal learner not in terms of ba-
sic features such as ‘puts their
hand up’ and ‘sits up straight!’
They identified the much more
complex skills, attitudes and
knowledge that create learning
success. The top five features of
ideal learners as identified by
our students were that they were
thinkers, that they communicate
effectively, use the virtues, are
well organised and take respon-
sibility for their learning. Our
students also shared that ideal
learners challenge themselves,
take risks, learn effectively with
others and don’t give up. Itis
great to see the awareness that
our students have of these es-
sential traits. We continue to use
the visual ‘picture of learning’
developed by our senior stu-
dents and learning agents last
year. We are confident that this
image clearly represents the
important aspects of learning as
identified by our students and
allows us to have important con-
lversations about what is impor-
tant to develop as learners,
where we are at as learners and
lwhat our next steps might be.
Our learning agents are looking
forward to continuing to research
effective learning and share their
findings and ideas with us.
