At lunchtime on the day the children get the opportunity to dress-up their pet for a parade
and competition.

We ask each family to enter a homemade cake/slice/muffins
to be auctioned. Some families go all out and create masterpieces but we still need every day cakes too as the auction
bids range from $5 to $100.
